- �It is the responsibility of the applicant to 
ensure that the most updated regulations/
processes are being followed. EC cannot 
be held responsible for any visa regulation 
changes which occur after the booking has 
been confirmed in compliance with the then 
existing regulations.

- � A visa document courier fee is charged 
each time documents have to be sent by 
courier (see individual school pages for 
fee).  If a visa application is rejected and we 
receive written evidence at least 7 days prior 
to arrival, we will refund the fees received 
in full, less any bank charges and any non-
refundable fees (registration fee, courier fees 
and bank charges).

- �For students studying outside the US, a 
cancellation fee equivalent to 1 week of 
accommodation and tuition in addition to 
non- refundable charges (above) will apply if 
we receive written evidence of visa rejection 
fewer than 7 days prior to arrival.

- �Should EC receive positive visa application 
results fewer than 7 working days prior 
to arrival, EC reserves the right to offer 
alternative accommodation, which may incur 
additional charges.

REFUNDS AND CANCELLATION FEES 
- �All refunds are made to the original fee payer. 

No written notification of cancellation is 
required, except in California.

- �If EC cancels a programme after a student’s 
enrolment, EC will refund all monies already 
paid.

- �Students who require a visa/temporary 
residence permit may not be able to shorten 
their course due to the terms of their visa/
temporary residence permit.
